3. In accordance with the MOE standard, it is required that MCU graduate students reach the CEFR B1 English 

Proficiency Level before graduation(According to the school’s regulations, students who need to achieve more than 
550 on their TOEIC test or the one who pass the oral exam on GEPT Intermediate Test, etc.) Any student who does not reach the 

standard is required to complete two 2-credit Applied English courses.
